UKDPC Response to the Proposed Cuts to Mortgage Aid

The UK Disabled People’s Council (UKDPC) welcomes the Report produced by the National Housing Federation and endorses their concerns. The negative impact of the cuts to mortgage interest payments on 64,000 disabled people will put them into a position of the most severe threat, that of potential homelessness or facing residential care. 

We are particularly concerned about the failure of the Government to uphold their commitment Articles 19 of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of People with Disabilities (UNCRPD). The Government have agreed that disabled people have the right to live independently and that they `have the opportunity to choose where they live, and that they are provided with the support necessary to do this.`

UKDPC echoes David Orr`s question as to where is the assessment on the impact this proposal will have on disabled people and what measures have been put into place to provide support to those most in danger of losing their homes? We await the Government response to these concerns.
